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ABSTRACT

The International Charter has been established for providing a system of space data acquisition and delivery to those affected by natural or man-made disasters. Each member agency is requested to commit resources to support the provisions of the Charter and thus is helping to mitigate the effects of disasters on human life and property. In 2010, nineteen organizations are involved in this activity. The Charter deals with cyclone, earthquakes, fire, floods, oilspills, volcanoes and other disasters. The charter activation started in 2002 and the number of activated charter is increasing. We could find the trend of disaster charters for environmental issues which might be strongly correlated with global environment changes. Strong cyclone, severe forest fire, and heavy flooding were the main environmental disasters in this Charter. Different remote sensing characteristics as well as preprocessing system influenced their applicability for disaster mitigation.  
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
